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CHIPPA ASSESSMENT

The ChIPPA is a unique assessment
that provides information on the
quality of a child's ability to self-
initiate pretend play for children
aged 3 to 7 years 11 months. A
ChIPPA assessment also provides
information on how a child functions
and organises him or herself. The
self-initiation of pretend play is not
routinely assessed even though
information relating to a child'’s level
of complexity in play provides
valuable information that can be
inferred for the child’'s language,
narrative and social competence
(based on the validity studies of the
ChIPPA). The ChIPPA is a norm
referenced assessment of a child’s
